Wyoming Public Schools
Operating Millage Proposal

This proposal will allow the school district to continue to levy the statutory rate of not to exceed 18 mills on all property, except principal
residence and other property exempted by law, required for the school district to receive its revenue per pupil foundation allowance. The
remaining 4 mills are only available to be levied to restore millage lost as a reduction required by the Michigan Constitution of 1963 and
will only be levied to the extent necessary to restore that reduction.

Shall the limitation on the amount of taxes which may be assessed against all property, except principal residence and other property
exempted by law, in Wyoming Public Schools, Kent County, Michigan, be increased by 22 mills ($22.00 on each $1,000 of taxable
valuation) for a period of 10 years, 2027 to 2036, inclusive, to provide funds for operating purposes; the estimate of the revenue the
school district will collect if the millage is approved and 18 mills are levied in 2027 is approximately $10,341,000?

Dear Wyoming Public Schools Families and Community,

I am writing to share information about the May 5, 2026, school election so you are aware of the Non-
Homestead Millage Proposal for Wyoming Public Schools. Voters may participate by absentee
ballot beginning March 21 or in person on Election Day.

On May 5, voters residing within the Wyoming Public Schools district will consider a Non-Homestead
Millage Proposal. We are sharing the following information so our community has a clear and accurate
understanding of what this proposal represents.

This proposal would allow the district to continue collecting the non-homestead millage that voters
have previously approved. If approved, the levy is expected to generate approximately $10,341,000 in
revenue for Wyoming Public Schools.

Under Michigan law, the maximum non-homestead millage a school district may levy is 18.0000 mills.
The State of Michigan requires districts to levy 18.0000 mills on non-homestead property in order to
receive the full per-pupil foundation allowance. The proposal does not exceed this legal maximum.

The ballot language also includes authorization for 4 additional mills. These mills may only be levied if
the authorized millage is reduced due to statutory rollback provisions under the Headlee Amendment.
Even with this provision, the district cannot levy more than the legal maximum of 18.0000 mills. These
additional mills are sometimes referred to as Headlee override millages or hedges because they are
applied only if rollbacks occur by operation of law.

It is important to note that this millage does not apply to primary residences within the Wyoming
Public Schools district. Homeowners whose property serves as their primary residence do
not pay this levy. The millage applies only to non-homestead properties, including rental homes,
vacation properties, commercial properties, and industrial properties.

Our role is to provide factual information so voters can make an informed decision on or before May 5.
We encourage all eligible voters to participate in the May 5 election.

Thank you for staying engaged and for the continued partnership that strengthens Wyoming Public

Estimadas familias y comunidad de las Escuelas Publicas de Wyoming:

Les escribo para informarles sobre las elecciones escolares del 5 de Mayo de 2026, con el fin de que
conozcan la propuesta de impuesto sobre la propiedad no residencial para las Escuelas Publicas de
Wyoming. Los votantes podran participar mediante voto por correo a partir del 21 de Marzo o en persona el
dia de las elecciones.

El 5 de Mayo, los votantes residentes en el distrito de las Escuelas Publicas de Wyoming votaran una
propuesta de impuesto sobre la propiedad no residencial. Compartimos la siguiente informacion para que
nuestra comunidad comprenda de forma clara y precisa en qué consiste esta propuesta.

Esta propuesta permitiria al distrito seguir recaudando el impuesto sobre la propiedad no residencial que los
votantes han aprobado anteriormente. Si se aprueba, se prevé que este impuesto genere unos ingresos de
aproximadamente $10,341,000 para las Escuelas Publicas de Wyoming.

Segun la ley de Michigan, el impuesto maximo que un distrito escolar puede recaudar sobre propiedades no
residenciales es de 18.0000 milésimas. El estado de Michigan exige que los distritos recauden 18.0000
milésimas sobre propiedades no residenciales para recibir la asignacion basica completa por estudiante. La
propuesta no excede este maximo legal.

La propuesta de votacion también autoriza cuatro milésimas adicionales. Estas milésimas solo se podran
aplicar si la tasa autorizada se reduce debido a las disposiciones legales de la Enmienda Headlee. Incluso
con esta disposicion, el distrito no puede recaudar mas de la tasa maxima legal de 18.0000 milésimas.
Estas milésimas adicionales se conocen a veces como tasas de anulacién o coberturas de Headlee, ya que
solo se aplican si se producen reducciones por imperativo legal.

Es importante tener en cuenta que este impuesto no se aplica a las residencias principales dentro del
distrito de las Escuelas Publicas de Wyoming. Los propietarios cuya vivienda sea su residencia principal no
pagan este impuesto. El impuesto se aplica Unicamente a las propiedades que no sean la vivienda habitual,
incluidas las viviendas de alquiler, las propiedades vacacionales, los propiedades comerciales y los
propiedades industriales.

Nuestra responsabilidad es proporcionar informacién objetiva para que los votantes puedan tomar una
decision informada el 5 de Mayo o antes. Animamos a todos los votantes con derecho a voto a que
participen en las elecciones del 5 de Mayo.

Gracias por su compromiso y por la colaboracion constante que fortalece las Escuelas Publicas de
Wyoming. Le rogamos que vote antes del Martes, 5 de mayo de 2026.
